Ruby Bruise  
14-24 October 

The minds of director, Daisy Brown  and writer, Finegan Kruckemeyer have been 

gestating over years and are finally ready to birth Ruby Bruise. Featuring performers 

Mario Spate  and Sarah Brokensha, Ruby Bruise promises to be dirty, gritty, raw 

and kinky. This new work by The Misery Children examines one woman examining 

herself. Audiences will be immersed in rich imagery and language, discovering a lush 

landscape of madness, laughter, thoughts, feelings and bodily fluids, known as Ruby 

Bruise.... The Misery Children developed this work as part of an INCUBATOR 

residency at Waterside in 2009.  

Slow Awakening  
2-12 September 

The much anticipated play by SA/Victorian writer, Tracey Rigney , Slow Awakening , 

will have its world premiere in Raukkan, followed by seasons in Murray Bridge, Darwin 

and Adelaide. The ethereal script tells a heartfelt story of a familyôs search for love, 

meaning and identity. Directed by Sasha Zahra and featuring Adelaideôs Lisa 

Flanagan and Brisbaneôs Roxanne McDonald , the work has been developed with 

dramaturgs Jason Cross , John Romeril and Peter Matheson . This gentle and 

moving play features sound by Duncan Campbell , with lighting and vision design by 

Mark Pennington . Raukkan is an Aboriginal community an hour out of Murray 

Bridge where the character, Cyril, is from. After touring SA and playing the Darwin 

Festival, Slow Awakening  will show at Tandanya Theatre in Adelaide.  The first 

creative development of Slow Awakening was held in August 2009 and the creative 

team will meet at Waterside for development and rehearsal again in July 2010, before 

Waterside in Port Adelaide will be a thriving hub of artistic 

development and activity in 2010  and we are starting this 

exciting year with Go-Go as part of the Adelaide Fringe.  

Go-Go is A community cultural development project focussed 

on the Port Adelaide Enfield regionôs African humanitarian 

refugee and migrant population; GoïGo has been in the 

making for over 18 months and will burst onto the stage with 

two performances at the new venue, Regent One (in the old 

Regent Arcade cinema). The Go-Go ensemble have met weekly 

at Waterside for over a year and the performance has been 

directed by Eliza Lovell .
